As the days unfold you will begin to think about a memorial
stone or an additional inscription for the grave of your loved
one. Our local stonemasons should be able to guide you in
choosing an appropriate memorial and inscription, and will
then apply to the parish for permission on your behalf.

You are of course more than welcome to speak to the vicar
directly about this if you wish, but he will hear from the
stonemason of your request. The stonemason is aware of the
diocesan and parish regulations with regard to memorials and
inscriptions and should help you in following these guidelines.
